Voting rights to be finalized at a 
special membership meeting to be held in July regarding by-law amendments. 

All current members are eligible to receive a discount of 15% if they renew 30 days prior to their renewal date. Membership renewal fees are due 12 months 
following application approval and initial fee payment. All membership applications are subject to approval of the membership committee. There are two
